About This Workshop �²  Motivational interviewing (MI) is one of the client-centered, strengths-
based approaches to client change work, based on the work of Miller and Rollnick. This approach 
is semi-directive in that it challenges clients to develop the ability to consider the discrepancy 
between what they are doing and what they say they want to do. Counselors use communication 
strategies to establish rapport, elicit change talk, and establish commitment language from the 
client. Participants in this workshop will review the four motivational interviewing principles, 
discuss applications for MI and practice the approach in small group exercises.
